On April 24, 2017, thousands of Jewish teens, from countries all
around the world, will share in a once in a lifetime experience
when they march three kilometers from Auschwitz to
Birkenau, the largest concentration camp complex built by
the Nazis during World War Il. The March commemorates
Yom Hashoah, Holocaust Remembrance Day. You can be
there - along with over 10,000 participants who will be part
of this historic event.
